Preface

The last decade has been a critical period in the development of
national policy on gender equality in Cyprus. Following the
accession of Cyprus into the European Union an impressive
number of legislative measures related to gender equality have
been enacted and a number of National Action Plans and
strategies have been developed that either specifically address
issues of gender equality and/or routinely incorporate gender
mainstreaming.

The most significant achievement in terms of the national policy on
gender equality is the development of the first National Action
Plan on Gender Equality (2007-2013). The National Action Plan on
Gender Equality was initiated by the National Machinery for
Women's Rights, and adopted by the Council of Ministers in
August 2007. The National Action Plan on Gender Equality is
significant in that it incorporates a holistic approach to gender
equality addressing six priority areas, namely: employment,
education, decision-making, social rights, violence and gender
stereotypes. The development of the National Action Plan was a
collective achievement, thanks to the close collaboration between
all government departments and local authorities as well as
women’s organizations, NGOs, academic institutions and human
rights bodies.

Critical for incorporation of gender mainstreaming and the
formulation of policy on equality between women and men is
the development of gender-disaggregated statistics and systematic
data collection and in all areas. The Statistical Service has played

a leading role in this effort, with other government departments
and services such as the Police, the Social Welfare Services,

and the Ministry of Education.

This report portrays the current status of women in Cypriot
society by presenting statistical information on a wide range of
topics including labour market participation, education and
vocational training, women and health, participation in political and
public life, and living conditions. Data has largely been extracted
from various publications issued by the Statistical Service, such as
the Demographic Report, Census of Population, Education
Statistics, Labour Force Survey, Health and Hospital Statistics,
Survey on Income and Living Conditions, Research and
Development Statistics and Criminal Statistics. Given that violence
against women has been identified as a priority for the Cyprus
Government within the framework of its Presidency of the
European Council, a special chapter has been dedicated to this
issue with data provided by the Police, the Social Welfare Services,
and the Association for the Prevention and Handling of Violence in
the Family.

As mentioned above, the development of gender-disaggregated
statistics is a crucial first step towards developing policies that
correspond to the needs of both women and men, and that aim at
overcoming gender inequalities that continue to pervade all levels
of society. Allowing women to fulfil their potential is also a
prerequisite for economic growth and prosperity as well as for
strengthening competitiveness and social cohesion.

In the current economic climate, it is ever more important to
strengthen our efforts towards equality, so as not to compromise
the significant achievements made in the last decades.

The purpose of this publication is to highlight the progress made as
well as the challenges and weaknesses that continue to exist in
relation to the position of women in Cypriot society.

| hope that all those interested in and working towards full equality
between women and men will make full use of this publication,
particularly in the various meetings and conferences to be held during
the Cyprus Presidency of the European Union.

Executive Summary

Chapter One features demographic data based on the most recent
census of population that was carried out in 2011. Consistent with
data from previous years, women represent over 50% of the
population (51.4%). The proportion of women as compared to
men increases steadily with age which reflects women'’s higher life
expectancy of 82.9 years.

In Chapter Two, we present data on how women live. As will be
seen from the data for 2011, although the majority of women over
15 years of age live with a spouse or cohabitant, at least 10% live
alone and 5.6% of women were single parents, a proportion much
greater than that of men (0.8%).

In terms of education, featured in Chapter Three, Cyprus has
achieved, to a great extent, equal access to education for women
with statistics showing that women are represented in greater
numbers at higher education institutions. However, despite these
achievements, gender segregation in education continues, with
women concentrated in Education and the Humanities and men
more evenly distributed among fields of study. Furthermore,
although women are over-represented in personnel and
management positions in pre-primary, primary, and secondary
education, this trend is reversed in tertiary education.

Chapter Four features data on women'’s labour market
participation. The Cyprus labour market is characterized by high
rates of employment and participation in the labour market, with
employment rates reaching 75.4% in 2010, exceeding the national
target of 70% and the EU27 target of 65.4%. Women's
employment rose from 63.8% in 2006 to 67.4% in 2010,

also exceeding the Lisbon targets for 2010. Despite this, there are
still significant gender gaps in labour market participation: a very
wide gender pay gap of over 21% and gender segregation in
employment, with women traditionally concentrated in the lower
paid sectors such as health, education, and in private households.
As in other European countries women are over-represented

in part-time work in order to better reconcile family and
professional life.

As can be seen in Chapter Five there has been an important
increase in women actively involved in politics in Cyprus, but
progress has been slow and women are still severely
underrepresented in Government. However; it is worth mentioning
that, in terms of political appointments, high-ranking posts have
been filled by women including the Law Commissioner, the
Commissioner for Administration (Ombudsman), the
Auditor-General, the Accountant-General, the Commissioner for
the Protection of Personal Data and the Commissioner for the
Children’s Rights. Cyprus now has three women ministers (out of
eleven posts) and two women out of six were elected as members
of the European Parliament.

Chapter Six features health indicators for women and men that are
comparable to those of other developed countries, reflecting the
high level of quality health care available in Cyprus. Women enjoy a
high level of health, with a life expectancy at birth estimated at 82.9
years, compared to 79 years for men. Despite this, women in older
age groups evaluate their health less positively than men and in all
age groups report a higher degree of health problems than men.

In terms of women and poverty, as can be seen in Chapter Seven,
women are at a higher risk of poverty compared to men in almost all
age groups and the rate is particularly high for elderly women - 43.5%.
As is the case in most European countries, women need a higher
income over the life-cycle in order to overcome the risk of poverty as
compared to men.

Chapter Eight presents crime statistics disaggregated by gender.
Interestingly, according to the available data, the rate of women
involved in serious offences has remained at very low levels over the
last 30 years. However; the number of women victims of crime has
risen dramatically from 9,3% in 1990 to 31,9% in 2009.

Finally, in Chapter Nine, the latest available statistics and data on
violence against women are presented including domestic violence,
rape and sexual assault. Although, data includes criminal statistics that
make it possible to describe the trend in reported violence against
women but do not give a true picture of the prevalence of violence
against women in Cyprus. For this reason, the records of the
Association for the Prevention and Handling of Violence in the Family
are particularly useful.

According to data collected by the Crisis Helpline of
the Association for the Prevention and Handling of
Domestic Violence (SPAVO), reported incidents of
domestic violence have more than doubled from
2000-2011, from 551 cases in 2000 to 1320 in 2011.
During this period, the vast majority of callers to the
helpline were women (80,3%), followed by children
(12,2%). Men make up 9,6% of all callers during this
period. With regard to type of violence, in contrast
to reports made to the police, the majority of
complaints involved psychological violence (85,4%),
followed by physical violence (55%) and sexual
violence (3,3%).
