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Domestic abuse and its impact on children are deeply interconnected yet often overlooked in
court proceedings. Children are not always recognized as victims in their own right, and IPV is
frequently disregarded in custody and visitation decisions.

Recent reports highlight systemic gaps in protecting women and children from domestic violence,
particularly within legal proceedings. Custody and visitation rulings often fail to account for the
risks posed by abusive parents. While the "best interests of the child" principle should guide all
decisions, it is frequently interpreted in a way that prioritizes maintaining parental contact—even
when the child has witnessed or experienced violence. As a result, both the mother and child
remain exposed to continued abuse.

A lack of understanding among legal authorities regarding the direct and indirect harm of children
suffering in violent households further exacerbates the issue. Without a comprehensive approach
that prioritizes the safety and well-being of children, legal frameworks risk perpetuating harm
rather than providing protection.

The training aims to:

e« Enhance knowledge of the dynamics of domestic abuse, including its patterns and
escalation.

e Deepen understanding of the forms and tactics of coercive control used by perpetrators,
along with their underlying intentions.

e Recognize the impact of domestic abuse on children and their mothers.

e Reinforce the application of the "best interests of the child" principle in custody and
visitation decisions.
